Kafka: Poetry is a constant stroll in search for the truth.

Jean Paul Sartre: For a prosaic the words are a vehicle, like window glass, showing the world
delicately. For the poet the words are a mirror, a prism through which the world is captured.

Herbert Reed: Poetry is a creative expression. The prose is a constructive expression. The prose
creates something in its construction but poetry creates world with its words. Prose is telling the
story of an existing reality lending it shapes and shades where poetry creates reality anew.

Coleridge: Prose - Words in perfect order. Poetry - The best words in perfect oprder.
